expanding low-cost prevention programs
that ensure proper nutrition.

Casa Herbalife, the flagship program

of the HFF, was introduced in 2005 to
support existing charitable organizations
that are changing children’s lives. This
program, named after the Brazilian
orphanage Mark Hughes and HFF built
in 1998, has spread across the globe,
providing proper nutrition to children
in more than 30 countries.

Casa Herbalife programs receive funding
from the HFE, as well as the support of
HFF donors though numerous volunteer
projects.

Through the Casa Herbalife program,

the HFF will continue to provide support
to our partner charities for as long as a
need exists.

Supporting Disaster Relief

e Each year, an average of 62,000
people are killed by a natural
disaster; millions more are
severely affected

of the Southeast Asian Tsunami
in 2004 and Hurricane Katrina
in 2005 are still displaced

The HFF supports disaster relief around
the world by raising money and provid-
ing funding to organizations on the
ground.

HFF funding has helped with food,
clothing, blankets, supplies, housing
and safe play areas for affected children
and their communities.

In 2004 and 2005, the HFF distributed
almost $900,000 for victims of tsunamis,
earthquakes and hurricanes.

In 2006, the American Red Cross
presented the HFF with the Circle of
Humanitarian award for its fundraising
efforts in support of Hurricane Katrina
relief efforts and of the American Red
Cross International Response Fund.
